Council (IIC) collaborated to organize a Mentoring Event, which served as the Demo Day for 

the "Champion's Zone" turf management business concept. The preparations for this significant 

event commenced on the 15th of November 2023, encompassing daily one-hour mentoring 

sessions, alongside continuous feedback, and follow-up on the event's arrangements. 

At the helm of this endeavour is Abhishek Jha, the founder of Championszone, who is a pre-

incubatee at PTVAIM’s Centre of Entrepreneurship and Innovation, showcasing his 

commitment and dedication to entrepreneurial pursuits.The primary objective of this event was 

to showcase and test the prototype of the "Champion's Zone" concept. By organizing such an 

event, Championszone and PTVAIM’s IIC aimed to provide a platform for aspiring 

entrepreneurs like Abhishek Jha to present their innovative ideas and receive constructive 

feedback from mentors and industry experts.This collaborative effort underscores the 

importance of mentorship and support in nurturing entrepreneurial ventures.

It was simply 

indescribable to see a clairvoyant player tracking the sound and batting as well as "running 

out" with precision.

The innocent happy faces enjoying 

playing on the turf were a delight to the organizers and created more enthusiasm and energy 

among all.
