• Ideation & design thinking workshops + 3D printing workshops were conducted in PTVA
schools.

• Design thinking workshops, business model development workshops and 3D printing
workshops were conducted across PTVA colleges.

• Internal hackathons were conducted in each college. promising business ideas were
selected and short listed.

• Selected business ideas were given one to one mentoring and handholding by trained 
entrepreneurship educators.

• Short listed teams for all colleges were given an exhaustive 4 days
Entrepreneurship Development training to help them develop their plans.

• Selected and trained teams showcased their ideas with prototypes at Expo. They
were
evaluated by industry panellists.
